The test dates were scheduled later this year, than in previous years to allow maximum instruction time and test prep, especially in math. Test score are rolling in, but teachers are cautious as to how the information is being distributed to the students. Results will be mailed home in July.

VGLA (Virginia grade level assessment), an alternative reporting of academic achievement, for children with special needs has been completed. VGLA is a portfolio review, rather than a one shot test type assessment. Wendy Williams took part in the scoring, along with many other teachers and staff throughout the county.

Jr. Achievement ground breaking ceremony is scheduled for Thursday at 10:30am. The Frost current SGA officers will be on hand, as well as the incoming SGA officers, who are being inducted tomorrow. Channel 7 news is expected to be on hand, with the student government president being interviewed. 

Rutherford Civic Assoc. Has generously donated $750. to be used as Ms. Jackson deems necessary. 

The teacher’s massages, part of Teacher Appreciation Week sponsored by the PTA, will be this Tuesday and Wednesday.

Final exams are scheduled for next week, to coincide with finals being taken at the HS.
